In a gala dinner celebration at the annual International Association of Congress Centres (AIPC) Congress in
A Coruna Spain, Australia’s Darwin Convention Centre (DCC) was announced winner of the Members' Choice
Award for innovation.

On accepting the award, DCC General Manager Mrs Malu Barrios said the Members' Choice Award was a
tribute to her dedicated team.

Eleven finalists were invited to conduct brief presentations during the Innovation Poster Market Place. This
gave the conference delegates the opportunity to vote for the Members’ Choice Award.

“To be chosen by our peers for a prestigious award in our first year of operations is testament to the
positive impact that the Darwin Convention Centre has created in the regional community. We are pleased
to have the opportunity to train and provide employment for indigenous Australians, migrants and refugees
and the long-term unemployed,” added Barrios.
